Second Annual KC Labor Car and Bike Show 

Kansas City Miscalculated Firefighters 
Overtime Rate, Judge Says

For this year’s KC Labor Day Car and Bike Show, BKTP 
sponsored the first two hundred entrants to the event with free 
entry.  Four entrants won best in show and the event featured 
food trucks while showcasing an incredible collection of cars and 
motorcycles. 

Kansas City didn’t include bonuses in a group of firefighters’ base compensation when it calculated their 
overtime rate as required by federal law, a Missouri federal judge found.

U.S. Magistrate Judge W. Brian Gaddy said that Kansas City underpaid its firefighters’ overtime after failing 
to include wage augments in only a portion of the hours they worked, resulting in an underpayment of their 
overtime and a violation of the Fair Labor Standards Act.

Firm partner, Raymond Salva Jr. who represents the firefighters, said he is happy with the court decision.

“We intend to pursue a trial date,” Salva said. Read more.

The need for Missouri Democrats to form a Latino Caucus — and how it may change the way 
the state party tackles issues like immigration.

• With the start of the 2022 legislative session just a couple of months away, Sauls pointed to areas where he thinks 
bipartisanship is possible, especially in the House Judiciary Committee, which handles criminal justice issues.

• Why he thinks Independence, which has been a Democratic stronghold for generations, has become more 
competitive in recent years.

• Potentially contentious congressional redistricting, including a possible battle over Democratic Rep. Emanuel 
Cleaver’s Kansas City-based district.
